In March we’ll take our inaugural trip to 

Spain, where we’ll focus on Jewish history with an emphasis on the cultural 

synthesis of Judeo and Islamic cultures in Medieval Spain. New York schools 

Dalton, Ethical Culture Fieldston, Hewitt, Packer Collegiate, and Riverdale 

Country will join us.
